Turn right at the first roundabout and continue into town centre the tun left at the second roundabout into River Street (main street). Pass through all the roundabouts and head down towards East Ballina (along the river to your right) and when you get to the waterslide and pool, turn left into Norton Street. Ballina Manor is two blocks down the road on the right hand side. Travel time by car approx.  2 hours/208 km
Coolangatta International & Domestic Airport

- then travel by car or coach. Take the Pacific Highway following the signs to Ballina. Turn right at the first roundabout and continue into town centre the tun left at the second roundabout into River Street (main street). Pass through all the roundabouts and head down towards East Ballina (along the river to your right) and when you get to the waterslide and pool, turn left into Norton Street. Ballina Manor is two blocks down the road on the right hand side. Travel time by car approx.  1 hour/89 km

Transfer can be arranged by hotel or taxi. Travel time approx. 5 minutes/2 km

Sydney International & Domestic Airport

Daily direct flights with Qantas, REX and Virgin Blue – 1 to 1½ hrs flight time. Alternatively by coach or car. Follow the Pacific Highway towards Hornsby. Before Hornsby (at Wahroonga) take the F3 Freeway. Travel along the freeway to the end and continue along the Pacific Highway towards Ballina. Continue into town centre (River Street). Head down towards the river and when you get to the waterslide and pool, turn left into Norton Street. Ballina Manor is two blocks down the road on the right hand side. Travel time approx. 9 hours/756 km

	Climate


Ballina has a mild subtropical climate, with an average annual daily temperature of 23.3 degrees Celsius (74 F°). The warmest summer month is January with an average daily temperature of 27.1 degrees Celsius (81F°), whereas the coldest month, July, has a mild daily temperature of 18.5 degrees (65F°) with relatively cool nights (9.7 C°/ 49 F°). The hottest recorded temperature of 40.7°C (105 F°) was recorded in the month of November and the lowest recorded temperature was recorded in July at 2.7°C (37 F°)
Relative humidity ranges from a high of 81 per cent in February to a low of 63 per cent in September. Rainfall is strongly seasonal with approximately 60 per cent of the annual average rainfall (of 1860.9mm) falling in the Months of January to May. March is traditionally the wettest month with 283.7mm and September the driest with 52.4mm.
